In line with our commitment to ensure the power
supply to your community is both resilient to
extreme events and reliable under normal
circumstances, SP Energy Networks will be
carrying out significant network investment in your
local area.

We are investing £1.2M to rebuild the 11,000 volt
main overhead line from South Queensferry to
Newton, Abercorn and Blackness. We are also
investing a further £400,000 to refurbish local
spurs from this line.

Our existing apparatus has reached the end of life
and requires to be replaced in order to:

e Reduce the number of power cuts experienced,;
e Improve storm resilience;

e Maintain current high safety levels;

e. Install modern switching technologies;

e Improve environmental impact.

What to expect

Our work will commence in February and will be
completed by July 2018.

During the course of the work, it may be
necessary to interrupt the electricity supply to
some properties. We will notify customers in
writing where this is necessary.

For safety reasons, we may require to implement
some traffic management where our overhead
wires cross the road.

Where we need to access private land, we will
contact the landowner in advance to arrange
suitable access.

Our activity on site will be restricted to between
9.00am and 5.00pm in order to limit the impact
as much as possible.
